
SECRET SANTA PROJECT 2021 

  

In December every year we 

undertake a project called Secret 

Santa. This year from our 

beneficiaries we picked families 

with children, families of 

cancer/kidney patients and other 

destitute families from all religions, 

all races and from all around the country and gifted each family        

LKR 7,000 for them to fulfil any pressing need. Some bought children’s 

school needs, food items, clothes and others carried out home 

repairs. 

 

The 2021 was a pandemic year which affected the daily wage earners. 

We at CandleAid Lanka initiated two Covid related assistance 

programmes, which were hugely supported by our donor network. 

Therefore, we did not reach out to our sponsors/donors for this Secret 

Santa project but carried out the project using voluntary contributions 

which enabled us to share the spirit of the season with 56 families. 

Summary of the project is as follows: 

Number of donors                            - 13 

Total amount received                      - LKR 392,000  

Number of beneficiary families       - 56 

Total amount paid out                       - LKR 392,000 



In addition to this the following donations were made thus increasing 

the families assisted to 161 and the donations to appr. LKR 928,500. 

• A donor who sponsors 45 families gifted LKR 7,700 each to all of 

the beneficiaries. 

• A new donor gifted dry ration parcels worth LKR 4,000 to 10 needy 

families in and around Moratuwa. Families were selected from all 

three main programmes and Mother & Child project. 

• A new donor gifted dry ration parcels worth LKR 3,000 to 50 

families in and around Moratuwa. Families were selected from all 

three main programmes and Mother & Child project. 

 

All this was made possible through the generosity of the 16 donors.  

A few details of families assisted, and some letters of gratitude and 

happiness sent by recipients are given below.  

On behalf of Candleaid Lanka I take this opportunity to thank each and 

every one of you for your generosity in sharing with the less fortunate 

and the trust placed on us.
